
 

Major Trade Waste -   
Acceptance Criteria 
 
 
 
GWMWater classifies major trade waste customers to be those who discharge liquid waste 
from industry, business, trade or manufacturing processes to GWMWater’s sewer system.   
Major trade waste customers are customers who fall outside businesses listed in Table 2 
overpage. 
 
GWMWater has four categories for the acceptance of trade waste. It is only Category 3 and 4 
customers as defined in GWMWater’s Trade Waste By-Law, which are bound by the 
acceptance criteria (Table 1). 
 
 
 
Table 1   Major Trade Waste Acceptance Criteria 

Parameter Concentration Threshold 

< means less than 

Biological Oxygen Demand  < 600 mg/L 

Suspended Solids  <  600 mg/L 

Nitrogen < 150 mg/L 

Phosphorus < 30 mg/L 

Total Dissolved Solids < 200 kg/day 

 
Special conditions 

1. GWMWater only accepts major trade waste (Category 3 and 4 customers) discharges to the 
sewer system upon the issuing of a trade waste agreement 

2. All trade waste agreements are bound by the Trade Waste By-Law 

3. The acceptance criterion in Table 1 is applicable to all major trade waste customers in
